Once you know which textbooks you need, there are a variety of places to

get them. Be sure to visit the Used Bookstore, located on the bottom floor of the
Student Life Centre (SLC). Not only will the books be cheaper, but some texts
might even already have been highlighted, which makes studying easier. If you
can’t find what you’re looking for used, then the sure-fire alternative is the
Bookstore in South Campus Hall (SCH).  Students often sell their books di-
rectly, so be sure to check out flyers or the newsgroup uwuwuwuwuw.f.f.f.f.forsaleorsaleorsaleorsaleorsale to find good
deals. Also keep in mind that to save money, you may wish to simply borrow
books from upper-year students or from the library. Regardless of where you
get your books, remember to make sure you double check the textbook edition,
because math courses tend to switch textbooks
every few years.

Don’t forget course notes, as normally
they are used more than the textbook in many
classes. However, check with the prof before
purchasing them, as all course notes bought
are final sales. Course notes can be found ei-
ther in the Bookstore or Graphics Services out-
lets such as Pixel Planet located on the 2nd
floor of the Math and Computer Building (MC).

This section is primarily for students with known disabilities — physical,
mental, or learning — and for students who believe they have a disability.

The University of Waterloo strives to maintain accessible facilities and a
flexible educational style for disabled students. For this purpose, the Office for
Persons with Disabilities (OPD) was established to help disabled students
during their time at the University. The OPD is located in Needles Hall, room

A lot of first year students aren’t sure whether or not to try the advanced
section of their core math courses. It’s important to determine which section is
most suited to your learning style.

In the honours section, you’ll usually move through material more slowly
than in the advanced section, but you’ll see more details, examples and algo-
rithms along the way. In the advanced section, there is more emphasis on
abstract or generalized concepts, proofs and problem solving. You’ll still have to
do proofs in honours and computations in advanced, but the emphasis is
different.

If you still can’t decide which of honours or advanced is for you, try
sitting in on the lectures of both sections for the first week. (Yes, you can listen in
on a class that you’re not officially registered in.) You can look up the times and
locations of each section at:

The Ontario Student Assistance Program (OSAP) is a government-run

program commonly used by students to help fund their post-secondary educa-
tion. It is a regular, interest-free loan given to students, with the amount based
on need. The loans remain interest-free until you graduate, as long as you fill in
either a Confirmation of Interest Free Status form or a new OSAP application
every time you are in school, and you are out of school for no more than six
months.

If you excel academically, then you may be

able to get a scholarship to help pay for your uni-
versity education. There are a variety of scholar-
ships for many different disciplines, and applica-
tion procedures vary — for many, you don’t even
need to submit an application. The best thing to
do is to check the undergraduate calendar for schol-
arships available only to math students, as well
as scholarships available to all UW students.

If you received an entrance scholarship in first year, it may be the kind
that continues beyond your first year. You don’t have to reapply to continue
receiving the scholarship, but you must typically maintain an average of 80% or
more. You must also continue to meet the eligibility requirements listed at
wwwwwwwwwwwwwww.ucalendar.uw.ucalendar.uw.ucalendar.uw.ucalendar.uw.ucalendar.uwaaaaattttt erlerlerlerlerloo.caoo.caoo.caoo.caoo.ca/////AAAAAWWWWWARDSARDSARDSARDSARDS/////aaaaawwwwwardsreardsreardsreardsreardsreggggg.html.html.html.html.html .

Bursaries differ from scholarships in that they are awarded based on

need, and they differ from OSAP in that you don’t have to pay them back.
Bursary information can be found in the undergraduate calendar. For most
bursaries, you can apply by filling out a generic bursary application form avail-
able from the Student Awards Office. There are also bursaries available for
students with learning, mental, or physical disabilities. For these bursaries, you
should go speak with the Office for Persons with Diabilities.

Once you know that you will receive OSAP, a scholarship, or a bursary,

you may want to use this toward paying your tuition. Your fee statement will
have an “anticipated aid” section; if your financial aid appears here, then all
you have to do is sign the promissory note on the back of the fee statement and
return it to the University, along with the remainder of the fees not covered by
the anticipated aid. If your financial aid doesn’t appear in the “anticipated aid”
section, then you must also attach proof that you’re receiving it (for example, an
acceptance letter). When doing this for the first time, it would be a good idea to
have an aide at the Cashier’s Office in Needles Hall help you make sure you
have adequate paperwork.

As of September 2005, all students are required
to write the English Language Proficiency Exam
(ELPE).  For this 50-minute exam, you will be re-
quired to write a 300-500 word impromptu essay on
a straightforward topic.  Examples of past topics can
be found at:

given a list of options, such as retaking the ELPE next term, attending a writing
clinic, or achieving a mark of 60% in an English course selected from an ap-
proved list.

courses for your 2B school term. That means you’ll have to complete your
english language requirement before you finish your 2A term.

As a Math Student, you will have the option to write the ELPE on Thurs-
day, September 8th at 1:00 p.m. in the Physical Activities Complex (PAC).  Rest
assured, the Math Orientation Committee has made sure that you won’t miss
any Orientation events! If you need to retake the exam at a later date, you can
visit the ELPE website for the next available time slot. The ELPE is offered 3
times per year: once in each of September, December and April. There is an
administrative charge of $50.00 if you need to write it at an unscheduled time.

 A Nexus account gives you access to the Windows labs and functions,

so you’re not being forced to use a Unix platform. The Nexus platform is used
for CS 131, 132, 133, and 134. Instructions for setting up your Nexus account
are given in your first labs of those courses. However, you can get a head start
in class by setting it up yourself.  Keep in mind that you only have access to
Nexus when you are taking a course that requires Windows lab work.

Go to the Math Faculty Computing Facility (MFCF) in MC 3011 to obtain
your user id and initial password. New account passwords will be issued by the
consultants, from whom you may also obtain free advice. Consultants are
available from 9:30 a.m. until 5:30 p.m. Monday through Friday. If consultants
are not available, you can see the Client Support Supervisor in MC 3011B. Make
sure you don’t give your password to anyone else! Go to a Nexus Lab: MC 3004,
3005, 3006, 3009 or 3027 and follow the instructions given to you by the MFCF
consultants. They will be on hand should any difficulties arise.

Unlike the Nexus accounts, Unix accounts are

split between MFCF and the Computer Science Com-
puting Facility (CSCF). If you are a Computer Sci-
ence major, your main account resides on the CS serv-
ers. On the other hand, if you major in anything else,
your main account is on math servers. However, all
math faculty students can login and use the resources
in either environment.

All students get Unix accounts. If you already have a Nexus account,
your username and password will be the same in both environments. If you
don’t currently have a Nexus account, you can visit the MFCF consultants in
MC 3011 as described above. You can log on to your Unix account using a CS
server in MC 2037, 2061 and 3022. For math servers, go to MC 3008 or 6080.

So you’ve been in university for about a month, and very soon you will be
writing the first midterm exams of your university career. This can be intimidat-
ing, but there is a lot you can do to prepare for it. Different people have different
learning styles, so you’ll have to figure out what preparation method is best for
you. That being said, there are a number of things that are generally helpful to
most people:

* Attend all lectures and tutorialsAttend all lectures and tutorialsAttend all lectures and tutorialsAttend all lectures and tutorialsAttend all lectures and tutorials , and keep notes.

* Do practice problemsDo practice problemsDo practice problemsDo practice problemsDo practice problems. Based on lectures, tutorials and assignments,

you should have a pretty good idea of what types of questions may be
asked. Seek out problems like these, and solve them. Likely sources
for practice problems are textbooks and midterm exams from previ-
ous terms.

If you want to look at old exams, there are two main sources. The first is
the Mathematics Society (MathSoc), which maintains an online exam bank at
mamamamamathsocthsocthsocthsocthsoc.uw.uw.uw.uw.uwaaaaattttt erlerlerlerlerloo.caoo.caoo.caoo.caoo.ca/////eeeeexambank_indexambank_indexambank_indexambank_indexambank_index.phpx.phpx.phpx.phpx.php. Exams can be downloaded
from any computer. MathSoc also maintains a physical exam bank in its office,
MC 3038, where you can borrow copies of past exams for free. Another source
of exams is the University’s online exam bank at eeeeexambank.uwxambank.uwxambank.uwxambank.uwxambank.uwaaaaattttt erlerlerlerlerloo.caoo.caoo.caoo.caoo.ca .
Be careful when using old exams, however, because course material may change
over time, or different profs may choose to emphasize different aspects of the
course.

If you need help preparing for your exam, there are a number of things
you can do to get extra help:

* Ask your prof or teaching assistant (TA) questions during their office
hours.

* Visit the Tutorial Centre (MC 4065, 4066, 4067).
* Talk to upper-year students who have taken the course before.
* Attend review sessions or MathSoc cram sessions, if they are offered.

The Counselling Services website has a number of pages related to devel-
oping good study habits. They also occasionally run exam preparation work-
shops - check their website to find out when these are offered.

At times throughout your academic career, there may be courses you’re
not going to do well in. For those courses, you have the option to withdraw
(WD) -- dropping a course after the drop deadline without having it count as a
failure.

In the Faculty of Mathematics, you only
need 40 credits to graduate, but you’re al-
lowed to have 50 course attempts. This means
that you can fail or withdraw from up to 10
courses while doing your degree.

The good thing about WDing is that
you can drop a course without hurting your
average, but the bad thing is that you lose a
course attempt. Also, if you WD too much, you will fall behind in your core
courses, and you might graduate later than expected. In addition, if you drop a
course after the WD deadline, which is typically the eighth week of lectures, you
will end up with a “withdrew/failure” (WF), and this will count towards your
average with a grade of 32. (Important dates are available at

To WD from a course, log on to Quest and drop the course. Be sure
you’ve thought thoroughly about it as once you drop a course after the add
deadline, you cannot add it back into your schedule using Quest!

If you’re really struggling with your first term in Waterloo, there is a
clause in the undergraduate calendar that will let you WD your entire first term
before the beginning of exams. Please refer to the calendar or talk to the Math-
ematics Undergraduate Office for more details.

One of the most common forms of cheating is representing someone else’s
work as your own. The usual minimum punishment for cheating on an assign-
ment is -100% on the assignment or a 5% deduction from your final mark, and
being reported to the Associate Dean. You will likely be put on disciplinary
probation, and if you are caught cheating again, you can be expelled.

If you are suspected of cheating and you know you are innocent, talk to
your prof. They will probably be able to tell you what you have to do to prove
your innocence.

If you fail a course, then that course will be automatically excluded. If

you get a low mark on any course, you have the option to have it excluded.  The
mark will still appear on your transcript, but will not count towards your
average.  However, you won’t receive credit for the course even if you originally
passed it.  If you do choose to take the course again, only the new mark will
count towards your average.  Naturally, these would count towards your ex-
cluded course limit.  You must choose to exclude a course within 6 months of
the mark appearing on QUEST.

Contrary to popular belief, your university career doesn’t end when you

fail a single class. In fact, in the Math faculty, you’re “safe” for 6 failed and
excluded courses. However, on the  7th, your status changes from Honours
Math to 3-Year General Math. Even with this, you can still graduate with a
Bachelor’s degree in Mathematics. If you fail or exclude more than 8 classes, you
are removed from the faculty. Even then, there is always the option of trying to
switch faculties or universities.

Failing or excluding a required class carries with it an additional onus of

being forced to repeat the course if you want to remain in your program.  If you
fail or exclude a required class, sometimes it’s a sign that you are in the wrong
program, and sometimes it’s a sign that there are underlying issues that should
be resolved before you reach your next school term.

The difference between a required class and a major class is that a major

class is determined by the Degree Program you are in.  While the consequences
of failing or exluding a major course is the same as failing or excluding a
required course, failing or excluding a major class has more of a detrimental
effect on your academic career.  A majority of people who are in academic
probation are usually in that situation due to their major average.  Read the
University Calendar to find out what your major courses are.

DISCLAIMER: At print time the excluded courses policy was being intro-

duced, however we are still unaware of how this will affect Standings & Promo-
tions Committee.

When you fail a class, or have a bad term, you have the option of taking your
case to the Standings and Promotions Committee (S&P).  S&P has the authority to
determine your standing at the end of each academic term, strike entire academic
terms from your transcript, extend probationary periods, and put you back into a
program.  In order to petition, you must visit the Math Undergrad Office, either in
person or online and fill out a "Petition for Exception to Academic Regulations."

There are several steps to improving your chances with the S&P.  The first is
to seek help from an academic advisor for your program.  The advisor can guide
you through filling out the form and advise you on what supporting documenta-
tion you may need.

The next step is to make an appointment with the chair of the committee to
discuss your case and your alternatives to present to the S&P.  The S&P Committee
is chaired by David Taylor, the associate dean of the Math Faculty.  When you meet
with him, present all your documentation, summarize your case and what you
hope the committee can do for you.  Provide the committee with a set of alterna-
tives to choose from, to increase your chances of a favourable return.

Once you submit the petition, it will be taken to the S&P on your behalf.  The
committee meets every two weeks and decisions can be made within one meeting.
If the committee requires more information, you will be contacted for it.  When a
decision is made, you will receive a letter in the mail and an email informing you of
the decision.  Review the decision with an academic advisor to determine what
course your academic career from here on.

The most important average, your cumulative average (CAV), must be

over 60% in order to stay off probation. This average is composed of all courses
you have taken over your undergraduate career that you have not excluded. The
second average, your major average (MAV) is calculated differently. Depending
on your major, different courses go into your MAV. For details, talk to an
academic advisor or check the “Faculty Policies” section of undergraduate cal-
endar. You should also check the degree requirements section of the calendar to
see what the MAV requirement is for your program.

 If you have a good reason for being on

probation, then, with supporting documen-
tation from the right people and after talking
to your professors, you may petition the
Standings and Promotions Committee (S&P)
to help you out. You should approach your
academic advisor before doing this. When
you make a petition, you should make an
appointment with the Associate Dean to talk
about the petition, make sure he is aware of
your situation, and explain your case to him. He can give you a rough estimate
of what may happen. This is your best course of action to try to improve things.

On the other hand, if you simply had a rough term academically, then you
have one study term to pull the necessary average up. At the end of the term, the
S&P will re-evaluate your standing. If your averages show improvement, then
they may extend your probationary period. Above all else, when you receive a
probationary standing, go see an advisor. This is absolutely essential to find out
the details of what you need to do to improve your standing.

This is not a point that you want to reach, but it is a possibility. Depending
on your averages and number of courses failed, you may be kicked out of your
major, transferred to General Math, or asked to leave the Faculty. You should
talk to an advisor or the MUO for details.

Not getting a co-op job can be a scary experience! Remember that not
getting a job in the initial phase does not mean you’re done for. Co-op is divided
into two rounds, initial and continuous. Many students, especially in first year,
do not get jobs in the initial round. There are still many good jobs in the continu-
ous round. You could also try finding a job outside CECS — for people in their
first couple of co-op terms, CECS is pretty flexible with what it will accept as a
co-op job. Ask them for the specific requirements for a job to count towards co-
op credit. You may be surprised to find co-op jobs where you didn’t expect
them.

Not getting a job is not the end of the world. You may be able to switch
between 4-Stream and 8-Stream. To do so , fill out a stream change form,
available from the MUO. You can also replace one of your Co-op terms with a
study term.  When doing this, keep in mind that you will still need to fulfill your
job count requirements for a Co-op degree. CECS may be a little more open to
this idea because you are not switching streams (and messing up the balance
between the two streams).

Switching into co-op from regular is a very competitive process. In order
to switch into co-op, you apply in your 1B term with all the other regular
students who want to switch as well. For more information on switching into co-
op go to:

You can also switch out of co-op. Just fill out a plan modification form,
check “co-op” under the current academic plan and check “regular” under your
requested academic plan. You must also include the reason for which you want
to switch. That’s the easy part. The hard part is getting signatures from CECS
and the appropriate faculty member, which could be the dean or your academic
advisor. You may have to convince these people to let you out of co-op. If you
can do this, then you just need to hand in the form to the MUO or the Registrar’s
Office.

If you need help with the switching process, the MUO, Registrar’s Office,
your academic advisor and your co-op advisors are all able to help you.

Resources
are left, right, and centre to support you,
and you also get a few more weeks to re-
write and re-submit your report.

You’ll still get a work report credit if
you pass the re-write, but you will get a fail
if you don’t. However, with all the help

Declaring a major is required for an Honours degree, and the faculty will
declare a major for you if you don’t do it within a particular time frame. To find
more about the various majors, look to the following sources:

* departmental webpages
* the 1B info night
* the web version of this handbook
* students currently enrolled in the major
* academic advisors

Remember that this decision is not set in stone, so you can still change your
major later if you think you made the wrong choice.

In the seminars, a different professor will
represent each major, along with some stu-
dents currently enrolled in that academic plan.
The professor will give some information
about the major, and then you will be able to ask questions of the professor and
the students in the plan.

So you’ve finally made a decision about your major and now you need to
fill in the paper work. This is a simple procedure. First, you need to obtain a plan
modification form. This form is available in the MUO, the Registrar’s Office, or
can be downloaded from the Registrar’s Office website. The form is simple to fill
out. An important thing to note is that you must have the signature of the
academic advisor in charge of your major. Once everything has been done, you
need to hand the form in to the MUO or the Registrar’s Office, and your major
declaration will be complete.

A good thing to do once you’ve
learned the requirements is to make
a master academic plan of what
courses you need to take, and when
you’ll take them. Make sure you take
into account any prerequisites you’ll
need for third and fourth-year
courses. The undergrad calendar of-
ten tells you during what terms
courses are offered, so use this to
help you plan.

The surest sign that you should be thinking of changing majors it that you
hate what you’re doing. Try to make really sure, though, because it’s not always
easy to change back later. Your advisor, the advisor from the program you’re
thinking of switching to and Career Services can all help you make a decision.

Once you’ve decided, start at the MUO. They have two forms: an Internal
Transfer form and a Plan Modification Form. The Plan Modification Form is for
transfers between majors within the Math Faculty. The Internal Transfer form is
used for transferring to other faculties.

Your undergraduate advisor is going to be your best friend. Pull up the
bootstraps, fill out the Plan Modification Form, and get ready for a long talk!
Don’t forget a box of chocolates. You must convince your advisor that changing
majors is a good idea, and that yes, you can graduate. The easiest way to do this
is list all the courses that you have taken and plan to take up to graduation —
with this in hand, your visit to the advisor won’t last any longer than 15 minutes.

Check the undergraduate calendar to help you prepare for this. The hard
way is to go and ask your advisor on help choosing courses — don’t do this
unless you have a very big box of chocolates and would like to spend, literally,
several hours in the advisor’s office.

Make sure your average meets the require-
ments of the new major before transferring. This is
especially important for students on academic pro-
bation.

If you are interested in postgraduate studies, now is the time to start
talking to people to find out what grad school is like, and what you should be
doing now to prepare for it.

Other people you can talk to are the
graduate secretaries for the various deparments, as well as the Associate Chairs
in charge of graduate studies.

The requirements to be admitted to a graduate program vary from school

to school, but to start a Master of Mathematics degree at UW you must have an
Honours degree with an average of at least 78 per cent. References from profs
are very important, so make a point of talking to them outside class. Experience
in mathematical research is also a big plus. If your marks in third year aren’t
quite up to snuff, you may be able to obtain conditional acceptance into a
Master’s program, depending on your grades in fourth year.

If you’re considering pursuing

graduate studies, then something you
should really try is working as an un-
dergraduate research assistant (URA).
Not only will this work give you a taste
of what grad studies are like, it’s also
great experience to put on your grad
school application. The Natural Science
and Engineering Research Council of
Canada (NSERC) provides four-month
grants to students who work as URA’s.

Even though you are in third year, there are still some courses you need to
take in order to fulfil your degree requirements. There are also some third-year
courses that are not degree requirements, but you may need them as prerequi-
sites for fourth-year courses you want to take later; make sure you plan ahead
for this. So, choosing your third year courses is important. The undergrad
calendar will be a big help with this. Your academic advisors, the Math Undergrad
Office, and the Registrar’s Office may be able to help you make the right deci-
sion about what courses to take.

So it looks like you’re not going to finish your degree in time. It happens;
there’s really nothing to worry about. There are many good reasons for not
finishing your degree in time:

* You need to make up the classes you failed or dropped.
* Courses you need to take aren’t offered when you need them to be.
* You want to take more than the required number of courses and don’t

want to take six or more courses in a term.

There are many other reasons as well. If you stay longer than the standard
eight terms, keep in mind that you must stay within a maximum number of
course attempts — 50 for honours degrees, 62 for double degrees and 40 for
general degrees. If you want advice on your situation, you can always talk to the
usual suspects — your academic advisors, the MUO or the Registrar’s Office.

The end is in sight, and all your hard work is about to pay off. But there’s
one last thing you must do. In order to graduate, you must fill out an Intention
to Graduate form. This form is available online from the Registrar’s Office
website, and paper versions are avail-
able at the MUO or Registrar’s Office.
The forms must be returned to the
MUO or Registrar’s Office by March 1
if you want to convocate in the spring,
or August 1 if you want to convocate
in the fall.

One last thing to remember to
do before you graduate is to update
your mailing address in Quest. This is
the address to which all information
relating to convocation will be mailed.
If you plan on attending convocation,
make sure Quest knows where you live.
Otherwise, your important convocation information could go to some very
confused tenants at that place you lived at back in your 2B term.

If you’ve decided that you want to remain in the academic community
after you graduate, now is the time to start applying to grad school. Applica-
tion procedures and deadlines vary among schools, so take a look at the websites
of the schools you’re interested in to find out what they require, and when they
want it. If you’re interested in grad studies at UW, check out

Typical things that will be re-
quired on an application are reference letters from professors, grade transcripts,
and a statement of what you’re interested in studying. Although many institu-
tions don’t have hard-and-fast deadlines, applying early often increases your
chances of getting scholarships and other financial aid from the school you’ll be

attending.

You may also be able to
get government scholarships, of
which there are two main types.
The first are the NSERC post-
graduate scholarships, which are
federal government scholarships
for grad students in science and
engineering. (It may be blasphe-
mous, but yes, our government
considers math to be “science.”)

The application for both the NSERC and OGS scholarships is done through
the university. Contact the graduate secretary in your department for details of
how to apply. The process starts early in September, so do this quickly or you
could miss it.

One last thing to keep in mind is that if you don’t get NSERC or OGS, it’s
not the end of the world. Schools typically support their grad students with
scholarships, teaching assistantships or research assistantships. One of the nice
things about being a grad student is that universities will often pay you to be a
student, as opposed to the other way around.

A long time ago in a land not so far away, a Mathematician had a vision. He
dreamt of a Faculty of Mathematics. And he chose Waterloo to realize his dream.

Professor Ralph Stanton, the visionary behind the Faculty, also dreamed of
ties. Striped ties. Dotted ties. He loved outlandish ties and his colleagues favoured
his pink one. The pink tie soon came to be the symbol for Math at Waterloo.

When the Math & Computer Building celebrated its official opening in 1968,
a giant 85-foot pink tie appeared on the outside of the building as a tribute to
Professor Stanton and his valued contributions. Every year, Math Frosh learn to
worship the tie and all it symbolizes.

Since 1968, the pink tie has become a sign of strength and unity in the Faculty
of Mathematics. The Faculty was the first of its kind and UW currently has the
world's highest full-time enrollment in mathematics. UW students, staff, and fac-
ulty members alike are proud of the Faculty and especially the Legend of the Pink
Tie.

The 85-foot pink tie was the pride of the Math Faculty for many years, but it
was also a prime target for pranksters.  Over the years, there were many attempts
to steal or ruin the tie by students of various faculties - including Math.  The original
tie and its replacement 40 foot tie were ruined before a group of students organized
themselves into a protective force known as Tie Guard.

The first Tie Guard was organized in 1994 by Marco Koechli.  It is staffed 24
hours a day by dedicated volunteers during the entirety of Orientation Week.  Since
Tie Guard began, the tie has been safe; in fact, there was only one really serious
attempt to steal it in that time.  Be warned: it’s very difficult to steal a tie off of an
80-foot wall when there are people waiting to catch you at the bottom.

Students nowadays, possibly fearing expulsion or possibly just friendlier
than they used to be, are leaving the tie alone. Tie Guard has become more and more
of an information centre and a fun place to hang out.  Anyone with a question or an
hour to kill is welcome to stop by and chat with the valiant defenders of the Tie.

Bus service in the Regional Municipality of Waterloo is provided by Grand
River Transit (GRT). The central transportation centre, through which the major-
ity of routes pass, is located in downtown Kitchener at the corner of Charles and
Ontario streets.

The simplest, but most expensive way to pay, is to pay the $2.25 fare

(using exact change) each time you board the bus. Another option is to buy bus
tickets, in strips of 5, for $7.25. When you pay your fare, you can request a
transfer, allowing you to change buses without charge for 60 minutes from
when you board your first bus. Monthly passes are also available.

For more information about GRT, including schedules, visit the Kitchener
Transportation Centre, or visit wwwwwwwwwwwwwww.g.g.g.g.grt.cart.cart.cart.cart.ca for their website. The Turnkey
Desk in the Student Life Centre sells tickets and monthly passes, and provides
schedules.

Route 13Route 13Route 13Route 13Route 13  connects UW with the Laurelwood/Erbsville  area northwest of the
University.  It runs along Columbia and could be caught at the north
entrance of campus.

It stops only at Uptown
Waterloo (on Caroline Street), the Kitchener Transportation Centre, and
Fairview Park Mall. To catch this bus, wait at any of the bus stops on Ring
Road. This bus leaves UW every 15 minutes between 6:45 and 9:15 a.m.,
as well as between 3:30 and 5:45 p.m.
